Workshop Title: Extending textbook activities 
Workshop Description: The objectives of the workshop are to explore ways to effectively adapt the teaching materials to foster a communicative classroom in English

	1. Gain attention
	Warm-up activity:

The wind blows for those who…

Participants will learn how to attract students’ attention from the very beginning of the lesson. After the activity I’ll ask them to answer questions “What, How, Why we did this activity and how they can adapt for their classroom environment.


	2. Inform learners of objectives
	By the end of the module, the participants will be able to:

·  analyze textbook lessons/activities and adapt content for appropriate and meaningful use to meet the learner needs and enhance classroom interactions; 
· use textbook, ancillary materials, and other relevant sources to develop an effective communicative lesson or activities appropriate for their learning environment.



	3. Stimulate recall of prior learning
	I’ll ask the participants if they have had to adapt materials for the lesson and depending on the answers

ask them to evaluate their own ability to adapt materials,

share their experience,

or explain what “adapting textbook activities” is from their point of view and “why we need to adapt textbook activities”. I’ll try to elicit as much information as possible from the participants.

 

	4. Present the content
	Next I’ll show the video explaining the reasons behind the necessity of adapting textbook activities

Then the participants will be given practical examples of adapting materials (resource: ‘Adapting Textbook Activity Sample 1” by Woomee Kim and an example from the Uzbek textbook ‘TEENS’ English-7’ Unit 5, Lesson 2, ex. 4)

Next the RPMs will watch another piece of video (Tips for Adapting Teaching Materials)

I’ll explain to the RPMs what is a jigsaw activity and how they can use it with their pupils, while giving the texts from Uzbek textbook ‘TEENS’ English-8’ that I used during my demonstration lesson with 8 grade-students. (Unit 3, Information age, Lesson 1, Digital media and Lesson 5, Is social media dangerous?) 

I’ll introduce Principles 3 and 4 from TETE course


	5. Guide learning 
	After that, I’ll divide the participants into groups of 4-5 and give them some lesson from Uzbek textbook and ask them to adapt for their classroom environment. 

	6. Elicit performance (practice)
	Next the participants will share their work with their colleagues  

	7. Provide feedback
	I’ll introduce Praise-Question-Polish method 


	8. Assess performance
	Peer-assessment, performance assessment, giving feedback

	9. Enhance retention and transfer
	At the end of the lesson I’ll use exit ticket method. I’ll explain how exit ticket works or maybe will end with some culminating activity as Liz suggested (haven’t decided yet)
